*  Make sure your application is complete and arrives on time.

« Contact the scholarship provider to make sure they received your application.

FOLLOW UP

*  Get in touch with the scholarship providers if the notification date has passed and you
haven’t heard from them.
* If you don’t win, don’t let it get you down. Ask the scholarship provider what you could have

done to make your application stronger, and use that advice to improve your future applications.
